On 12-25-11 at approximately 1037 hours, Chico Police Officers were dispatched to 2333 Pillsbury Road (Chico Courtyard Apartments) concerning a possible incident of domestic violence.  The reporting party stated the victim had come to her apartment and requested they call the police for her.  Upon Officers arrival, it was discovered that a domestic violence had occurred between the victim and her boyfriend, Junior Stiles.  The victim and Stiles have two children in common, which were present at the time of the incident along with the victim's seven year old child from a previous partner. Stiles fled the scene prior to officers arrival and was later located and arrested at a family members residence on Guynn Avenue.  Chico Police Detectives were called out and completed an interview with Stiles.  At the conclusion of the interview, it was determined that charges of Attempted Murder, Domestic Violence, Child Endangerment and Criminal Threats would be requested through the Butte County District Attorney's Office.
