On 12/31/2011 at approximately 1709 hours, Chico Police Officer Brian Horn was driving on
Manzanita Avenue near Hilda Way. A gray Toyota T100 pick-up truck that had been reported
stolen out of Chico on 12/30/2011 passed Officer Horn in the opposite direction. Officer Horn
immediately recognized the vehicle's license plate as belonging to the above stolen vehicle.

As Officer Horn turned to follow the vehicle, the driver abruptly made a right turn and stopped
on Hilda Way. Officer Horn stopped behind the vehicle and confirmed the license plate on the
vehicle. CPD dispatch confirmed that the vehicle was still listed as stolen. The driver, later
identified as Jeffrey Avey out of Chico, attempted to exit the vehicle on foot. Avey got back into
the vehicle and remained there until other CPD officer arrived on scene. Avey was then taken
into custody without further incident.

Avey was transported to the Butte County Jail and booked for Driving a Stolen Vehicle, DUI,
Violation of Probation and Driving on a Suspended Driver's License.
