On 01/21/2012 at about 2326 hours, Chico Police Officers responded to 571 E. Eaton Road to the report of a theft. A cab driver reported a fare, later identified Nathaniel Barbour had just been dropped off at this address and refused to pay. On arrival Officers learned Barbour had not only refused to pay the fare, but brandished a firearm and made threats to kill the cab driver. Several Officers responded to the scene and Barbour was taken into custody without incident. A firearm was recovered at the scene and Barbour was booked into the Butte County Jail on charges of  brandishing a firearm, criminal threats, and violation of probation. The victim was not injured and the firearm was not discharged during the incident.
