RE: Conveyance of Baroni Neighborhood Park to Chico Area Recreation and Park District and the
Transfer of Jurisdiction of Landscape and Lighting District No. 001-05

REPORT IN BRIEF:

Attonight's meeting, the City Council will consider authorizing the conveyance ofthe Baroni Neighborhood Park
to the Chico Area Recreation and Park District (CARD), and the transfer of jurisdiction of Landscape and
Lighting District No. 001-05, as contemplated in that certain Memorandum of Intergovernmental Cooperation,
Coordination, and Understanding between the City and CARD, dated July 15, 2009 (MOU).

Recommendation:

Adopt the resolutions set forth below:

1. RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHICO AUTHORIZING THE
CONVEYANCE OF BARONI NEIGHBORHOOD PARK TO THE CHICO AREA RECREATION
AND PARK DISTRICT (ASSESSOR'S PARCEL NO. 018-390-016) Pursuant to the provisions
of City of Chico Charter Section No. 614. adoption of the resolution requires the affirmative
vote of at least five members of the City Council.

2. RESOLUTION OF CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHICO TRANSFERRING JURISDICTION
OVER AND APPROVING THE NEGOTIATED EXCHANGE OF BENEFIT ASSESSMENT
PROCEEDS FOR BARONI NEIGHBORHOOD PARK & OPEN SPACE LANDSCAPE AND
LIGHTING DISTRICT#001-05 SITUATED WITHIN THE TERRITORIAL BOUNDARIES OF THE
CITY OF CHICO TO THE CHICO AREA RECREATION AND PARK DISTRICT

FISCAL IMPACT:

The costs of filing fees for the notice of exemption ($50) and the City's share of title and escrow fees that will
be incurred to convey the property ($1,924) can be covered within the 2009-10 Park Operating Budget (002­
682). Currently, Landscape and Lighting District No. 001-05 is the only source offunding for maintenance and
operations of Baroni Neighborhood Park. Therefore, transfer of the assessment district proceeds will have no
fiscal impact on the City.

BACKGROUND:

For many years, the City and CARD have worked cooperatively to find the ways and means for providing park
and recreation services that would best benefit the Chico community. On July 15, 2009, the City and CARD
signed a Memorandum of Intergovernmental Cooperation, Coordination, and Understanding which
memorialized the intentions of both the City and CARD. One of the outlined intentions was that the City and
CARD would process a number of property transactions related to the transfer of ownership, maintenance and
operational responsibility for certain parks and park properties.

The City Council has previously authorized the conveyance of Henshaw Avenue Neighborhood Park, Highland
Neighborhood Park, and Humboldt Neighborhood Park to CARD, and has authorized the City Manager to
execute a Notice ofTermination of the Letter Agreements for the maintenance of Little Chico Creek Creekside
Greenway along Humboldt Road Easterly of Fir Street. Tonight's recommendation continues progress towards
full implementation of the MOU.



RE: Conveyance of Baroni Neighborhood Park
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DISCUSSION:

The Baroni Neighborhood Park site is a 7.285 acre parcel of property located southeast of the southerly
terminus of Baroni Drive and is developed as a neighborhood park and open space. The City's acquisition of
the property was funded with Park Facility Fee funds (development impact fees). Transfer of ownership and
maintenance and operational responsibility is planned to be effective July 1, 2010, simultaneously with the
assignment of assessments from Landscaping and Lighting District No. 001-05. Such assessments provide
funding for the operation and maintenance of the park.

The consideration for this conveyance would be the public benefit to the citizens of the Chico community and
no funds would be exchanged. Reversionary rights secured by a covenant would be recorded against the
property under which the property would revert back to City ownership in the event CARD failed to operate and
maintain the property as a neighborhood park. In addition, title insurance for the property would be obtained
which will jointly insure CARD for fee title and the City for the reversionary interest.

If the City Council adopts the resolutions, the CARD Board of Directors will then consider a resolution
authorizing execution of an agreement for the conveyance, acceptance of the property, and consent to record
the deed. The CARD Board of Directors will also consider a resolution accepting transfer of jurisdiction and
the exchange of benefit assessment proceeds from LLD No. 001-05.

FUTURE ACTIONS:

1. At forthcoming meetings over the next few months, separate actions to complete implementation of the
property transactions contemplated by the MOU and outlined below will be presented to the City Council
and the CARD Board for consideration once the technicalities of the conveyances are worked out. As
currently planned, the actions will be presented in the order listed below:

A Wildwood Park - The transfer of this property is planned to be effective July 1, 2020, following a
ten-year incremental transfer of maintenance and operation costs. Staff is working with CARD
to develop an implementation plan for this transaction.

B. Husa Ranch/Nob HiII- There are a number of issues to be addressed with the transfer ofthis park
located south of Sausalito Street and east of Palo Alto Street, including reservation of a storm
drain detention easement with the storm drain facilities to be maintained by the City, transfer of
Landscaping and Lighting District No. 001-08 to CARD, pass through to CARD of that portion of
the annual assessments from Chico Maintenance District Nos. 503, 518, and 525 that are
currently appropriated for the operation and maintenance of the park. The transfer currently is
planned to be effective July 1, 2010. In addition, the following would be included in the General
Plan Update:

(1) General Plan designation would be changed from Low Density Residential to Park; and

(2) Zoning would be changed from R-1 Low Density Residential to OS2 Secondary Open Space.

2. Conveyance of Hancock Park - The Hancock Neighborhood Park site is a 3.61 acre parcel of property
located at the north terminus of Marigold Avenue. The park was developed by Drake Homes and
conveyed to the City pursuant to a reimbursement agreement. The City's acquisition of the property was
funded with Park Facility Fee funds (development impact fees). While conveyance of this park was
contemplated by both the Bidwell Park and Playground Commission and CARD, inclusion of the
proposed transfer was inadvertently omitted from the MOU. Transfer of ownership and maintenance
and operational responsibility would be effective July 1, 2010, if formally approved by the City Council
and the CARD Board at future meetings.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW:

The conveyance of property from the City to CARD has been determined not to have a significant effect on the
environment consistent with California Environmental Quality Act Categorical Exemption Section 15325(f)
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Transfer of Ownership of Interest in Land For Park Purposes. If the above resolutions are adopted, a Notice
of Exemption will be filed with the Butte County Clerk.

6 WHEREAS, the City of Chico, a municipal corporation ofthe State of California, ("the City")

7 is the owner of certain real property located southeast of the southerly terminus of Baroni Drive, more

8 particularly descrihed and depicted in the attached Exhibits "A" and "B" ("the Park"), which has been

9 developed as a neighborhood park; and

I° WHEREAS, the Chico Area Recreation and Park District ("CARD") is a recreation and park

11 district, duly organized and operating under California's Public Resources Code Section 5780, et seq.;

12 and

13 WHEREAS, by that certain Memorandum ofIntergovemmental Cooperation, Coordination, and

14 Understanding Between the City of Chico and Chico Area Recreation and Park District, dated July 15,

15 2009, City and CARD agreed to work toward entering into definitive agreements under which the City

16 would transfer ownership of and maintenance and operation obligations for certain park properties to

17 CARD; and

18 WHEREAS, this Council has determined that it is in the best interests ofthe Chico community

19 that CARD own, maintain, and operate the Park; and

20 WHEREAS, the transfer of property from the City to CARD has been determined not to have

21 a significant effect on the environment consistent with California Environmental Quality Act Categorical

22 Exemption Section 15325(1)Transfer of Ownership oflnterest in Land For Park Purposes; and

23 WH'EREAS, pursuant to the provisions ofCity Charter Section 614, conveyance ofCity property

24 requires the affirmative vote of at least five members of the City Council.

15 WHEREAS, the funds levied pursuant to this special assessment (the Assessment

16 Proceeds) are currently deposited into City Fund 590 (the Fund) held by the City to be used only

17 for the Park;

18 WHEREAS, the Fund includes unspent Assessment Proceeds from prior fiscal years,

19 unspent Assessment Proceeds from the current fiscal year, and in the future may also include

20 additional Assessment Proceeds from prior, current or future fiscal years;

21 WHEREAS, the Assessment Proceeds can only be used for and in connection with the

22 Park;

23 WHEREAS, City and CARD consent to the transfer ofjurisdiction over the LLD located

24 within the territorial boundaries of CARD from City to CARD;

25 WHEREAS, CARD's Board ofDirectors has authorized the General Manager or a

26 designee to accept the transfer of the LLD on behalf of CARD and to execute all documents

27 reasonably necessary to complete the transfer of the LLD from City to CARD;

23 SECTION 4. On the Effective Date, City shall transfer and pay to CARD all funds then

24 in the Fund less a twenty-five percent (25%) retention to cover outstanding invoices. Thereafter,

25 City shall transfer and pay to CARD upon its receipt of any and all Assessment Proceeds tbat

26 may be paid to or received by it, and the capital reserve associated with the LLD within thirty

27 (30) days of the completion of the City's audit. Included in these amounts shall be all prior

28 unspent funds in the Fund, including any Assessment Proceeds for Fiscal Year 2009-2010, which

6 pending or threatened claims, or administrative or court proceedings (the Claims) against the

7 LLD. Should City become aware of any Claims against the LLD after the date hereof, it shall

8 immediately notify CARD in writing and provide it with the particulars of such Claims,

9 including copies of any and all documents evidencing or relating to the Claims. If City has not

10 informed CARD of any such Claims against the LLD prior to the Effective Date, City shall be

II deemed to have represented to CARD that to the best of is knowledge, there are no such Claims

12 as of the Effective Date.

13 SECTION 6. City, as governing body and administrators of the LLD before the

14 Effective Date agrees to indemnify, defend, and save harmless CARD, and its agents, officers,

15 and employees from any damages of any nature whatsoever, including but not limited to, bodily

16 injury, death, personal injury, or property damage, workers' compensation suits, liability or

17 expense, damage to the LLD, or damage to applicable homeowner association and property and

18 equipment, arising from landscape or lighting services performed by or on behalfof City for the

19 LLD before the Effective Date.

20 SECTION 7. The City Manager or a designee is hereby authorized to transfer the LLD to

21 CARD and to execute all documents reasonably necessary to complete the transfer of the LLD

RE: Request Chico RDA Loan to Purchase Property for New Animal Shelter

Butte Humane Society requests that the Chico Redevelopment Agency provide a loan to
purchase of the land and warehouse at the corner of Park Avenue and MLK Jr. Drive to
enable us to move forward in our plans to build a state-of-the-art animal shelter. The
existing shelter is a community embarrassment-srun-down, overcrowded, unsanitary, and
inefficient. It is clear that a new shelter at another location is needed to meet current
demand and to accommodate the inevitable population increase in the coming decades.

The current shelter is only a fraction of the space needed for the number of abandoned
and homeless animals housed there. The shelter is 5,570 sq ft. In 1999, the City
contracted Bill Meade, consultant from Shelter Planners of America, to assess the state of
the current facility and to determine the space needed for a new animal shelter. At that
time, he reported that 13,000-15,000 sq ft was needed and recommended that an
alternative site be sought to accommodate the increased need for space. And, 10 years
later, he returned to find that nothing had been accomplished in those ten years and the
facility had becom e even more dilapidated. He again updated our current needs and
projected our future needs. He estimated that BHS will need a shelter of 20,000 sq ft. He
looked at five potential sites within the city limits and reported that the former Grocery
Outlet was by far the best choice. He stated that, if the former Grocery Outlet site is used,
the new facility would cost $2.7 million. By purchasing this developed site instead of
undeveloped land, he estimated that we would save $1.5 million because of its existing
improvements and services.

The proposed site is highly visible, accessible and suitable for a shelter. The 19,000 sq ft
shell sits on 4.35 acres with a C-2 zoning. It is located in a community redevelopment
area and the seller is very motivated. We have the opportunity to purchase a prime piece
of real estate at a reduced price and we will replace a blighted corner with a state-of-the­
art sustainable full-service animal shelter which will become a vibrant community
destination.



BHS has submitted a letter of intent to the current owners to purchase the property, BHS
is prepared to contribute $365,000 towards the purchase price, We request that the City of
Chico/Chico Redevelopment Agency provide $735,000 in the form of a no- or low­
interest loan, with payments starting in three years, It is likely that the city can sell the
current shelter site to recoup a portion of the requested loan amount The owner and/or
private parties will carry the balance. Upon purchase of the property, Shelter Planners of
America will develop a preliminary layout to fit the site, A secured site and a preliminary
plan are crucial ingredients needed to initiate a capital campaign to gamer funds,
materials and services from members of our community,

The City of Chico and its residents will benefit in numerous ways when Butte
Humane Society's full-service animal shelter comes to fruition.

• The proposed low cost spay/neuter clinic to be located within the shelter will
eventually save the City of Chico money as the number of unwanted animals
coming to the shelter will be significantly reduced by providing that service to
individuals who otherwise could not afford it

• Owners will be more likely to retrieve their animals and adoptions will increase
with a more visible, accessible, and inviting shelter, This will reduce the animal
care cost by the City of Chico,

• Community members will be more likely to volunteer and provide monetary
support to an inviting, sanitary and modem shelter, Volunteers allow more
services to be provided for less cost, reduce the cost ofpaid employees, and
reduce the total cost/animal to the City of Chico,

• Lost, stray and unwanted companion animals will be housed in a modem sanitary
facility that promotes their health and safety,

• Employee morale and efficiency will improve as the new shelter will ereate less
stress on the animals and those who care for them,

• The new shelter will have sufficient space to offer humane animal education
programs on a variety of topics for all age groups

• More shelter space will enable BHS to cooperate with the Chico Cat Coalition to
provide adoption services for those cats that can be rehabilitated,

• The new shelter will have space to provide overnight facilities and access to
medical services for the pets of clients ofthe nearby Torres Shelter, This will
increase the number of homeless utilizing the Torres Shelter and will reduce the
danger of their unvaccinated and unaltered pets to the Chico residents,

• The former Grocery Outlet site is becoming deteriorated and a blight on one of
the most trafficked comers in Chico, The new shelter will incorporate green
building principles to showcase Chico's commitment to becoming a leader in
environmental sustainability.

• Chico will be recognized as a leader in animal care, sustainable shelter design,
and humane education, making it a destination for other entities interested in
following our lead,
