SUBJECT: Application for State Park Funds 

Recommendation  

Staff seeks direction on whether to pursue funding for trails under the 2010 Habitat Conservation Fund Program.  
 

Background 

Currently, funding is available from the Habitat Conservation Fund Program (http://www.parks.ca.gov/?page_id=21361).  
The Program notes that protecting, restoring, and enhancing wildlife habitat and fisheries are vital to maintain California’s 
quality of life; and that the impacts of the increase in the state’s human population results in an urgent need to fund 
projects that protect rapidly disappearing wildlife habitats that support California’s unique and varied wildlife resources.  In 
response to this need, the people of California voted to enact the California Wildlife Protection Act of 1990.  Two million 
dollars are available annually for matching grants.  There are seven eligible project categories: habitats for deer/mountain 
lion, rare, endangered, threatened, or fully protected species, wetlands, anadromous salmonids and trout, and riparian, 
trails, and wildlife area activities.  
 
Staff is investigating the materials required for the submission for a trails grant.  Currently, the concept is to utilize the 
grant to fund trail signage (maps, interpretive signs, kiosks) throughout Bidwell Park, and develop improvements on select 
high priority areas (for example develop improved and possibly new trails to Monkey Face and retire others) as 
demonstrations for other areas of the Park.  Planning and a design workshop and developing outreach materials would be 
built into the grant.   
 
There is little time between the next BPPC meeting and the application due date (10/1/10), with BPPC approval, staff will 
proceed with obtaining a City Council Resolution as required by the grant. Staff will present additional information about 
the proposed project and the feasibility of submittal at the next meeting.

STREET TREES 
 
1.  The field supervisors report is attached.  The crew’s focus this month has been on school zones and high priority 
service requests, including sign and signal clearance. 
 
2.  The West 5th Avenue project is now out to bid, with bids to be received by September 9.  The final planting plan to 
replace the trees that will be removed should be available within the next week.  Trees that have been designated for the 
street are the Saucer Magnolia (Magnolia soulangiana) and the Red Horsechestnut (Aesculus carnea).   
 
3. A proposal to develop a parcel of land located at West 11th Avenue was approved by the Planning Commission on 
August 6th.  This project will result in the removal of two large black walnuts on W. 11th Street.  The resolution adopted by 
the Planning Commission in regard to these trees reads: 
 
 “Prior to recordation of Phase 1, the applicant shall provide evidence to the Planning Services Department that the in-lieu 
fee ($325 per 6-inches of removed tree) for the removal of the two Black Walnuts (52-inches and 54-inches) has been 
paid.  
 
These funds will be placed in a special account to be used for tree planting. This, and other such fees, will assist greatly 
toward getting a larger number of new trees planted throughout the City.   
 
PARKS 
 
1.  Bidwell Park Pruning – The crews performing the pruning on Peterson Park Way will have completed the project by the 
end of this month.  Most of the large trees and several of the smaller trees with large dead and heavy limbs over the road 
were pruned to reduce limb failures.  
 
2.  Children’s Playground project is expected to be completed within a few days of the scheduled completion date of 
September 10.   
 
LANDSCAPES 
 
1.  Manzanita Corridor – The City has been awaiting several punch list items for the acceptance of the Manzanita Corridor 
project.  It will then go into a 60 day maintenance period.

1. Updates  

a. Gate and Restroom Hour Schedule  - We have received comments on the reduced park hours from the public.  Of 
most concern has been the earlier closing (May-Aug) of the gate into Upper Park (from Parking Lot E) and the 
North Side of One-Mile from early morning recreational users.  Temporary signs have been placed at all 
locations affected, outlining the changes in hours, and new signs have been ordered.  Citizens who have 
questions may contact the Parks Division at (530) 896-7800. The new hours are shown below.

b. Hwy 32 Long Course Implementation – Staff is working with Outdoor Recreation Advocacy, Inc. (ORAI) to finalize 

the “Highway 32 Long Course Implementation Guide” and issue an acceptance letter by the end of August.  
Construction will start in September.  The Guide describes the course layout, construction, and mitigation 
measures for the course.  ORAI has purchased course materials and invoiced the City, and Staff is processing 
those invoices.   

c. Disc Golf Relocation – The relocation of pins to parks (Baroni, Community Park, Hancock Park, Husa Ranch/Nob 
Hill, Peterson, and Wildwood Parks) has been completed by ORAI.  We received several initial complaints from 
neighbors about lack of notification and concern about compatibility with existing uses.  One of the Disc Golf pins 
was vandalized at Husa Ranch/Nob Hill the day after it was installed.   
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d. One-Mile Concession Stand – The Dog House received the building permit and contract to operate on June 25th 
and proceeded to gut the building and bring it up to code.  New plumbing and electrical, a custom ADA compliant 
steel service shelf, new lighting, custom windows, tile, cabinets, and other features are some of the 
improvements to the site.   The renovation is complete and the facility is currently open.  A Grand Opening and 
Ribbon Cutting will take place on Friday, August 27 at 11:30 am. 

e. One-Mile Dam – The dam received routine maintenance and an inspection report (8/18/10).  The contractor 
provided some suggestions for spring debris cleaning and noted that, “Over-all condition of the gate and controls 
was excellent aside from the one hinge stud.  I commend the City of Chico for their concern and efforts to protect 
their investment.”  

2. Planning/Monitoring 

a. Trails/Road – We have been approached by a company (Pacific Enzymes, Inc.) that uses an enzyme material to 
help bind clay particles to make dirt roads and trails more erosion resistant.  Pacific Enzymes will donate material 
for a test in the Park this Fall or next Spring.  

3. Outreach  

a. Park Talk -  The next Park Talk is scheduled for Thursday, September 30 from 4:00 to 6:00 pm at the Nature 
Center. 

b. Newsletter  - The Parks Division will be sending out an inaugural newsletter prior to the next meeting.  The 
newsletter will provide another means of communicating management actions about the Park.   

c. Verbena Fields Sign – Staff have added additional sign space at the site to provide a means to communicate 
management actions.   

4. Program Reports (see attached reports for more detail) 

a. Maintenance  
b. Ranger  
c. Volunteer  

5. Upcoming Issues/Miscellaneous 

a. Fall Planting – Park staff will be preparing for several projects in the Fall and will provide additional details at the 
next meeting.  Staff would like to focus on developing some demonstration sites throughout Bidwell Park. Areas 
and available resources are being developed.  Both non-native plant management and plantings will be 
investigated.  Park entrances will be a particular focus.   

b. Bidwell Ranch Grazing Permit – The grazing permit for the property will come up for renewal in 2011.  The 
grazing has been effective at reducing the dominance of non-native plants.  

c. Vegetation Management Communication – Past BPPC actions and the Bidwell Park Master Management Plan, 
provides for the use of fire and herbicides in the park.  Staff is very interested in using these tools and would like 
to consult with the BPPC on the most effective means to communicate and educate the public on these actions 
for the future.   

d. Bocce Ball -- Staff met with several members of the Friends of Bocce Ball to discuss proposal guidelines 
(07/08/10).  Staff also met on 08/19/10 with Michael Cannon to discuss questions on the BPPC’s directive, court 
locations, and potential for a land-use designation. 

e. Research Requests – Each year the Park Division receives requests from researchers to collect data on City 
property and issues a letter for them to carry.  In addition to the letter, we are looking into issuing badges that will 
identify them as researchers to the public, rangers, and law enforcement, which may help minimize any potential 
misunderstandings if they are collecting samples for example.  In addition, we are developing some simple 
methods to collect information on the number of requests, contact information, type of research, and expected 
products.  

f. Reservations – I have met with key Staff to discuss the Park’s Division reservation system and see if there are 
ways to streamline it.

1. STAFF: 

a. The Lifeguards will have reduced hours over the next couple of weeks, primarily staffing the pool on the 
weekends. Their last day will be on 09-06-10. 

 
2. OUTREACH: 

a. Park Rangers have formed a partnership with the Chico Creek Nature Center and will be providing 
information and education to the public at the new exhibit hall a few hours a week. This is a great 
opportunity for the Rangers to interact with the public, promote stewardship of Bidwell Park and assist 
with staffing the new exhibit hall. 

b. On 08-21-10 the Chico Police VIPS with the assistance of the Rangers conducted an information 
checkpoint in Upper Park. These information points are a great opportunity to inform the public of park 
rules, encourage safety and reduce alcohol consumption. Additional information points are scheduled for 
08-28-10 as well as 09-4-10.   

 
3. PARK ATTENDANCE: 

a. Park visitation has been steady and consistent this past month. We anticipate a large increase in the 
number of people using Upper Park over the next couple of weeks due to the students arriving and the 
predicted warm weather.  

b. We expect an increase in public and private events over the next few months taking advantage of the 
beautiful fall weather in the City parks. The months of September and October tend to be our busiest 
times for public events. 

 
4. VEGETATION   MANAGEMENT:  

a. The Rangers were not involved in any vegetation management projects this past month. 
 
5. INCIDENTS: 

a. Two different wildland fire incidents occurred in Bidwell Park this past month. The first occurred near 
Caper Acres in Lower Park and burned about ¼ acre. Fire personnel responded to a second fire near the 
Bidwell Municipal Golf Course on 08-08-10 which burned approximately 5 acres of vegetation. The 
causes of the fires are unknown at this time.  

b. On 08-17-10 Ranger Verbrugge, Fire and medics responded to an injured person on the Maidu trail. The 
injured person had fallen while jogging and sustained a leg injury. He was transported by medics down to 
an ambulance and taken to Enloe Hospital. 

c. On 08-17-10 Police responded to an assault victim at Enloe Hospital. The involved party stated that he 
had been attacked by two suspects while lying on a blanket at the 1-Mile Recreation Area. The incident is 
under investigation by the Chico Police Department.  

d. On 08-21-10 Rangers, Fire and medics responded to a vehicle accident at the 1-Mile Recreation area 
involving a bicyclist. The bicyclist sustained minor injuries. 

e. Several incidents at the 1-Mile Recreation Area occurred this past month including several thefts, fights 
and multiple suspicious circumstances calls. 

f. We are continuing to have incidents at City Plaza and Lost Park requiring Police response. The TARGET 
special enforcement team with the Police Department has been focusing their patrols in this area. The 
incidents included illegal camping, assaults, disruptive behavior, drug and alcohol activity, vandalism, as 
well several suspicious circumstances.
