On 11/13/2011 at about 0325 hours, shots were fired from a vehicle occupied by three subjects
into a residence located at 755 Humboldt Avenue. Coincidentally, Chico Police officers were
approximately one block away from the residence on an unrelated traffic stop and witnessed the
shooting occur. Officers at the scene pursued the suspect vehicle as it sped away east bound on
Humboldt Avenue. The pursuit continued into the Chapman Town area where the suspect
vehicle crashed into a fence. Francisco Ramirez fled from the suspect vehicle and was later
captured with the assistance of a police Chico Police K-9. Ryan Mcintyre and Ramon
Arismendez were taken into custody at the vehicle without incident.

All three suspects were booked into Butte County Jail on a variety of charges including: reckless
evading, driving under the influence, shooting into an inhabited dwelling, and gang
enhancements. All three suspects are residents of Chico. None of the occupants of 755 Humboldt
Avenue were injured as a result of the shooting.
